867. Apologies.
Apologies were received from Cllr. Hanson due to a prior engagement.
868. Matters arising from the minutes of the 11th October and taken as read, to deal with 
        matters arising.

Matters Arising.

Minute 821- Cllr. Maycock stated that the Eaon Wager cup has been won by Mr. Graham Fines 
                    plot 9 Bere Ferrers. Clerk to invite Mr. Fines to Full Council for a presentation.

869.  Financial Statements.

The Clerk emailed the finance sheets to committee members.

Recreation – after discussions it was proposed by Cllr. Dennis and seconded by Cllr. Munn that 


          committee accept the Recreation finance sheet.

Cemetery - after discussions it was proposed by Cllr. Munn and seconded by Cllr. Pengelly that 


         committee accept the Cemetery finance sheet.

870. Report by Bere Alston Recreation Park Group.

Cllr. Pengelly stated that the swings are in place, Tower and Slide are concreted in, they are getting on well, and the company is awaiting the arrival of the roundabout. They will be putting in the base by the middle of November.

Cllr. Pengelly informed the committee that there is a mound of earth which has been dug out of the new piece of play area, would Council want it. Cllr. Pengelly has spoken with the workman who thought that the earth could be spread by the container in the dog exercise area, Clerk to ask the workman to check the quantity.

Cllr. Pengelly asked committee about the bark chip which needs replacing. Clerk to seek an updated quote from Devon Bark. Cllr. Pengelly to speak to Rhino about the possibility of them spreading the bark.

Clerk to ask workman to look at the fence posts and top rails. Cllr. Pengelly stated he thought the work would be finished by the end of November.

871. BARP Management Agreement.
Cllr. Leithall emailed a copy of the revised agreement to all committee members. Cllr. Leithall pointed out that the agreement allows the Bere Alston Playpark Group to take on the development 

project on The Down and Sarah Park play areas. Council takes responsibility for regular safety checks also ensuring arrangements are made to make repairs to any equipment required for safety reasons.

Discussions took place.

Cllr. Boot-Handford proposed that this Council will take responsibility for the maintenance of the equipment.

This committee recommends to Council that the Management Agreement be adopted by Council. 
A vote was taken on the adoption of the agreement.

All members present were in favour.

872. To set the Budget for Cemetery & Recreation for 2017/18.

The Clerk explained that the Rateable Values are in the process of being updated.

The Pavilion will go from a valuation of £2,250 to £2,500; the charge will go up by £75 per year. The Clerk has not been able to confirm the Cemetery Rateable Value as it cannot be found on the website. 
The Clerk emailed the working finance sheets to all councillors present; the committee discussed the finance sheets and agreed a budget for the Cemetery.
Cllr. Boot-Handford proposed the Cemetery budget for 2017/18 be £2,315.00, seconded by Cllr. Munn.
Recreation

Discussions took place regards the Pavilion and the situation with the roof. Clerk to ask James Reddecliff to give Council a report on the viability of the remainder of the roof after looking at patching up the areas that are leaking.

After further discussions Cllr. Boot-Handford proposed that a budget of £4,477.00 be set for Recreation, seconded by Cllr. Pengelly.
873. Routine safety inspection reports for the Parish Recreation and Play Parks.
Cllr. Hanson emailed the following report for Sarah Park :-

Perimeter fence – wire broken near gate. Clerk has inspected this and the problem is that the first section of the fence has a break all the way across this section approximately a foot from the top. Cllr. Maycock to investigate.

Entrance Gate – latch out of alignment hard to close.

Bark Chips – Under membrane exposed – tripping hazard.

Crawling rope – Nylon worn on one rope – needs new rope or rotating.

Cllr. Munn gave the following report for Bere Ferrers Park – on checking the equipment this month it was noted that the deterioration on the children’s play equipment was no worse than noted before. Some of the pieces could do with a paint job. All ropes look in reasonable condition. Gates and swings all functioning.

All litter bins emptied. Gates open and shut correctly.

Perimeter fence looks to be ok.

General appearance is tidy, with the exception of the Cycle Track.  
874. Monthly Inspection of Allotments Bere Alston and Bere Ferrers.
Cllr. Munn Plot 1 and 2 not worked (vacant) plot 3 hen house in situ, ground not worked but suspect this is for more hens to clear the ground at a later date, the rest of the allotments are worked. Most of the allotments have been worked well this year.

Cllr. Maycock reported all allotments at Bere Alston are ok.
