Mr Leithall read out a letter received from Council’s Insurance Company “If the Council are prepared to take on the responsibility for the play equipment then yes we can cover this within your policy. To calculate the additional expense I will need to know how many items there are and if material damages is required, then the value of equipment”.
Mr Leithall presented committee with a draft copy of a Bailment Agreement and explained that the Bere Ferrers Villagers Group would retain ownership of the equipment and that Council would take possession. Mr White would need to take this agreement back to the group for approval. Discussions took place.

Costings of equipment need to be forwarded to Insurance Company along with signed Bailment Agreement. Notice of termination of Bailment Agreement to be reduced to 3 months.

Mrs Boot-Handford suggested that as Council will be holding Full Council meeting at Bere Ferrers on 26th March that the agreement is signed by both parties at this meeting.
