1010. Apologies


Apologies were received from Cllr. D.M.A. Chapman.
1011. Minutes of the meeting held on the th October and taken as read, to deal with matters 
        arising.
Minute 855 – The Clerk explained that Peter Guy has had some work done on FP 6; they have 
removed some trees.
1012. Financial Statements.
     The Clerk had emailed the financial statements to the committee, after discussions Cllr. Munn 
     proposed acceptance, seconded by Cllr. Hanson.
1013. Footpath Problems.
1) Cllr. Maycock – reported that the post to the kissing gate on FP. 20 is rotten. The Bowling 
                 Club has offered to replace it if Council can provide the post.
1014. Footpath Allocations.
  The Clerk stated that she had received every one’s allocation sheet and all was in order.
1015. Review of work allocated to Jim Jeffries.
     The Clerk reported that Mr. Wager congratulated Council and Mr. Jeffries for the excellent work 
      on Furzehill Bridge. He also said that there are other bridges to be cleared.
      The Clerk reported that there is a bad flood area opposite Wottons Nurseries.
      Cllr. Benson thought we should review and check these points.
      Road Warden Scheme- Cllr. Benson felt they needed to get together to discuss what, when   
      and how they go forward. Cllr. Maycock agreed that another meeting should be organised, 
      also there are monies available from County for further equipment, but Council would have to 
      pay for it up front then claim it back.
     Cllr. Munn stated that there were bad potholes on Hensbury Lane towards Spring Cottage.
1016. Review of Waste Bins.
    The Clerk reported that two bins are in use, the one by the Y2Y Hut and the one at School. 
     There is a problem emptying the one at school as it gets too heavy for the Caretaker to lift out,   
     also school waste is collected by Devon County and she is not sure of the situation regards dog 
     waste in the large containers. The Clerk has asked our workman to empty the bin regularly. 
1017. Any information on the Footpath Guide.
   The Clerk has spoken to Mr. Slaughter who has found the original which has been done with  
   Coral. He would be quite happy to enter the changes.
   The Clerk pointed out that some paths have had alterations to stiles and gates and these need  
   to be collated, also the Definitive Map Review Changes will have to be entered in. 
   It was suggested that the Clerk contact Peter Guy and ask what changes he could be doing.  
   Clerk to ensure the present business advertising in the guide wish to continue, also to contact  
   Clive Charlton and ask if he would review his write up on the villages.   
1018. Snow Wardens Scheme Review.
  Cllr. Maycock has organised the issue of six bags to the new wardens.
  Clerk to get the Workman to repair the lid on the salt bin at Tap Hill and the bin at Pilgrim Drive   has been replaced with a new one. 
1019. To Review Committees Terms of Reference.
    Discussions took place. Cllr. Munn proposed that the Terms of reference were fit for purposes,  
    seconded by Cllr. Hanson.
1020 Correspondence.
1) Devon County Council – Definitive Map Review Planning Inspectorate. Having regard to my conclusions regarding the various pieces of documentary evidence, I find on balance that it is supportive of the claimed route being an ancient vehicular highway. In the absence of anything to show that these public rights have been stopped up, I conclude that a restricted byway subsists in line with the test outlined in paragraph 3.
Overall Conclusion- Having regard to these and all other matters raised in the written representations I conclude that the order should be confirmed.
This gives the parish a restricted byway number 99 at South Hooe
