1085. Apologies.
        Apologies were received from Cllr. Page-Bailey due to business.
1086. Chairman's Report.
Cllr. Brian Lamb & I attended Southern Links Meeting last month, and stated we would seek BFPC approval not to use the full TAP grant of £2750 for Helicopter Night Landing Site because of the successful public fund raising. The meeting approved Helicopter Night Landing grants for three other local parishes including Mary Tavy and Lydford.
I received a copy of the local Crime figures from Inspector Mark Sloman and these have been circulated to members.
I, along with other Councillors, attended the Inauguration of the Night Landing Site at the Recreation Field at the Down, which was formally opened by Geoffrey Cox MP along with other guests Mr Toby Russel from Air Ambulance and Councillor Philip Sanders. The event was well attended by donors.

fouling and volunteers patrolling the village to feedback information to West Devon.
There is nothing to stop concerned citizens patrolling the parishes and reporting patterns of irresponsible dog owners to us. It was suggested that any face to face interaction be left to authorised officers acting on community intelligence.
Minute 1062 – The Clerk picked up on Facebook that one of the pins on the round net swing was broken, 
she informed Cllr. Pengelly who contacted Rhino. This afternoon 2 workers from Rhino replaced the bolt and said they would be sending it back to the manufacturer.
She showed the photographs of the fractured pin to an engineering quality control inspector who said it looks as if there is an inclusion at the point of breaking and the material looks very poor and has been failing for some time, and is not suitable for the job. It should have been stainless steel including the threaded loop to a marine quality for outdoor use. 
Minute 1067 – Quotes for the work at the Down Recreation Field. The Clerk has sent out a request to Mr. 


Gorringe.
Cllr. Lamb – regards the tender for work at the Recreation Field The Down. The Clerk is overworked and he 
feels that a sub-committee should be formed from Open Spaces which should get all the details necessary to put together a tender for this work. It was suggested that the Vice Chairman Cllr. Hanson and two others, Cllr. Munn & Cllr. Pengelly agreed to be on the sub-committee, Cllr. Lamb feels the existing quotes do not comply with Council’s Financial Regulations.

Ambulance government grant this Council to seek a smaller grant from TAP, that instead of 

£2,750 the grant be reduced to £1,150.
The position is that the sum of £6,103.48 was paid for the purchase of the light and installation plus a sum of £1000 be set aside for 10 years’ maintenance and £2,500 for improving the entrance to the field to allow ambulances in. This will leave a sum £94.52 of which £30/40 for an electric smoother to be put in the pavilion because of electrical spikes.


Cllr. Lamb proposed that final financial position be adopted, seconded by Cllr. Dennis.
Minute 1077 – Cllr. Hanson – the defibrillator leaflet is ready to go out to those areas that we agreed at in 
                       Finance and General Purposes.
Minute 1078 – Cllr. Maycock – Neighbourhood Plan group are not due to have a full meeting for 5 weeks 
but have discussion meetings on the results of the public consultation to start changing certain items that have come up.

1094. Report on Southern Links meeting by Cllr. Leithall.
Cllr. Leithall recommended that Council do not sign the new Road Warden Agreement as there is a clause asking this Council to indemnify Devon County Council. A question about the contract was put to John Fewings about this contract and the one we signed in June 2016, but he seemed to know nothing about it.
The Chairman asked Cllr. Sanders if he would take this up and sort it out for us.
1095. Report from Cllr. Musgrave on West Devon Borough Council.
The Joint Local Plan is now complete; proposed changes made to Settlement boundaries as notified.  Representations can still be made but directly to the Inspector. A Joint Neighbourhood planning and JLP planning session to be held on 10th April at Kilworthy.
The Council continues to look for income generation options; there has been significant press coverage where councils are borrowing significant sums at available low interest rates for major developments – and leaving themselves over-exposed! 
Just to conclude by emphasising that there is a very small window for candidates wishing to stand in the Borough elections.  Candidacy papers must be submitted by Tuesday 4th April.  I will be very happy to speak with anyone who is interested in standing to give an honest view of what is involved.
