1051. Apologies.
Apologies were received from Cllr. G.R. Reed due to holiday.
1052. Matters arising from the minutes of 7th February.
Minute 989 - Cllr. Lamb informed committee that he attended the site meeting for planning application 
                      0788/16/OPA and the planning meeting at WDBC. The following is the representation he made on behalf of this Council –
· The objections of Bere Ferrers Parish Council are on pages 8 & 9 of the Planning Officer’s Report.
· His report describes the four bedroomed, three bathroomed, double garage buildings as ‘large executive style houses.’ (market value about £450,000 ?)
· This unbelievable scale is alien to this 12th Century Conservation village.
· With the distance to services it is unsustainable and does not meet local needs which are two or three small affordable residences within the village.
· Not outside the settlement boundary.
· The site is a quiet pastoral meadow with protected woodland on its North Eastern edge, draining into the SSI through protected Oak Trees and woodland.
· It is part of the heart of the Tamar Valley AONB who have told you : ‘It is unclear how this applications supported by current planning policy.’ The development will harm the character of this section of the AONB through further encroachment of the urban form in open countryside,’ It is not sustainable development.
· The NPPF states ‘ Great weight should be given to AONB’s which have ‘the highest status for protection in relation to landscape and scenic beauty.’
· I refer to the emerging Bere Ferrers Neighbourhood Plan- which after five years work ; is within seven days of the end of its final public pre-submission consultation. It states ‘that development within Bere Ferrers should only be in response to specifically identified needs for particular developments.’
· None have been identified by the developer.
· The needs of the parish can be met on the two identified sites proposed at Bere Alston, which have access to local services and shops.
· This proposal does not conform with the adopted Local Plan. It fails with regard to Strategic Objectives 3,15, and 23 and fails to conform with Strategic Policies 1, 8, 17,20 and 24. For a proposal to come into conflict with so many elements of a plan must surely indicate something is wrong !
· If you approve this application and disregard West Devon and National policies on the above and on AONB developments and you send a message  to those hundreds of people slaving away on Neighbourhood Plans that there work will be disregarded at the first hurdle.
· Finally on 13th December 2016, the Planning Inspectorate refused the appeal for the Broad Park Road Development Bere Alston. He said ‘it would have a seriously adverse effect on the character 
and appearance of the values AONB landscape’ and transgressed settlement boundaries Policy H31 of the West Devon Local Plan.
· That was only three months ago !
· Please refuse this application today – it is UNWANTED, UNWORTHY AND UNSUSTAINABLE!
