Public Liability insurance would cost Council £106.47 and would be added to June’s premium, a quote for material damage of £110.89 was also sought from Zurich. Discussions took place.

Mr Leithall suggested a letter be sent to Bere Ferrers Villagers Group confirming that Council has signed the Bailment Agreement and although loose ends need to be tied up we would like to confirm that Bere Ferrers Villagers Group are now covered for Public Liability Insurance on the play equipment. Council would like to remind Bere Ferrers Villagers Group that Council’s insurance does not cover material damage. Clerk to enquire about public BBQ in Recreation Field for insurance purposes.

952.  Financial Statement.  
Discussions took place.

Mr Smith proposed acceptance of the Financial Statement but that the balance and precept doesn’t correspond with each other and needs to be looked at. Mr Piper seconded.  
953.  Update on TAP Fund.                        
Mr Leithall gave committee an update of the progress so far. A meeting is scheduled with Horrabridge Parish Council for Monday 15th April to discuss the purchase of a mower and trailer.
Clerk stated that enquiries need to be made concerning insurance and which council is going to insure the equipment.
Discussions held.

954.  Results of Pavilion Inspection.
Committee members and two representatives from BAUFC met at the Pavilion for an annual inspection. The results are as follows:-

Gate on pitch fence closest to Pavilion is hanging on by one hinge-Club’s responsibility.

Leak in roof in away team’s changing room.

No light to right hand side of away team’s changing room.

Front door swells with wet weather.

Electric meter uses tokens when electric is switched off.

Shower area floor needs repainting; drain gully is a slip hazard.

Light in referee’s room needs moving, pipes need lagging.

Back door cannot be secured properly, bolt at top of door bent.
Team changing room roof leaking.

Outside toilet, pipes need lagging, tap needs securing.

Guttering to back of Pavilion does not meet with drain.

Garage frame rotting bottom left and bottom site.

Asbestos check on both buildings (Pavilion & garage).

Discussions took place.

Clerk to look for paperwork re building materials used, quotes to be sought for an asbestos check.

Mrs Boot-Handford suggested that the lagging of the pipes be carried out as soon as possible, also for the tap to be secured to the wall in the outside toilet and invoiced to football club as they installed the pipe in the first place.

Rest of the items to be referred to next Recreation meeting 14th May.

955.  Allotment Inspection Reports.
Mrs Boot-Handford enquired about the shillet being put down at Bere Alston allotments. Assistant Clerk informed committee that Mr Shuttcacker had quoted £15.00 per trailer load, three are needed. Council’s trailer would not be able to cope with the load.
Mr Leithall proposed committee allow £100.00 for the labour involved of getting the shillet from Mr Shuttcacker’s to Bere Alston allotments, seconded by Mr Lamb.

Water run-off from the road at Bere Ferrers allotments, this is an on-going problem and has been reported to highways.

Assistant Clerk reported that the pathway running alongside allotment L7 middle on the new site at Bere Alston is blocked by a bath and glass making access to the inner plot difficult and hazardous. Mr Leithall to investigate.
